Attach it to your table with 
tape.  Attach banner to cardboard to make it sturdier.  Decorate your stand with signs, 
balloons, streamers, stickers or other decorations.  Be creative and use anything you 
want to attract attention to your stand.  Hint:  Use bright colors.   
 
Tell your friends to come!  Make signs to “advertise” your stand and post them in your 
neighborhood, so your friends and neighbors will come visit your stand!
